Predominantly white churches may be hesitant to talk about racism. Some may fear saying the wrong thing or not
getting it right. Others may assume their congregation does not need to talk about racism, since they do not see
their members reflecting racist actions or beliefs. Even if a predominantly white church views itself as socially
progressive and talks about concepts such as systemic racism, persons in these congregations may still harbor
illusions about racism that prevent a deeper understanding of the problem. The following myths often arise or lurk

near the surface in white people’s discussions of racism.

Myth 1: Racism is not our problem. This perspective can be seen in the question “Why do we need to talk

about that?” The assumption is that we, in our faith community, are not racists.

Mpyth 2: Racism is about hateful actions and words. If racism were just about mean actions and words, then we
could easily say this is not about us; we ourselves do not harbor racist beliefs or say racist things (at least to people of
color). Two problems arise from this belief. The first is that it assumes that we are the best judges of whether we are
racist or not. The second is that it misses a whole world of data that shows less obvious factors in racial inequality and

discrimination.

Mpyth 3: Only Ku Klux Klan members and self-proclaimed white supremacists perpetuate racism. It is easy
