St. Hugh will join with other churches across the country on 
Oct. 20 to observe “Bread for the World Sunday.”  

Bread for the World is a collective, interdenominational 
Christian organization working to end hunger in America 
and abroad, providing information, leadership and other 
resources. 

It’s web page, at www.bread.org says: “God’s grace in 
Jesus Christ moves us to help our neighbors, whether they 
live in the next house, in the next state or in the next 
continent.  Confronting the problem of hunger can seem 

overwhelming. What can one person possibly do? As it turns out, plenty. We can end hunger in 
our time.” 

Statistics put this critical issue in perspective. Bread for the World says nearly 1.5 billion people 
in developing countries live in extreme poverty, living on less than $1.25 a day. Every day almost 
16,000 children die from hunger-related causes. More than one in four American children face 
the risk of hunger. 

While these numbers are staggering, some progress is being made. Bread for the World says 
more people escaped poverty during the 2000s than any other decade in history.  

More information and options for St. Hugh to participate in these efforts to relieve hunger will be 
provided on Oct. 20.

Convention 2013: Our diocesan convention is Friday-Saturday, November 8-9, at the Hotel Murano & 
Bicentennial Pavilion in Tacoma. Convention information is being communicated directly to clergy, delegates 
and alternates and is also posted on the Convention Page of the diocesan website. Information about the 
agenda, how to reserve a hotel room, final draft of the 2014 diocesan operating budget, etc. is posted as it 
becomes available. Look for the Registration form to be available in the next week or so, as well as 
information on social functions such as the Friday evening dinner. These will be posted and sent to you 
directly as well. In late September or early October information about resolutions and elections will be 
posted. A copy of the preliminary convention agenda is also attached.

Safeguarding God’s People training: Six years ago we implemented the training program 
Safeguarding God’s Children as part of this diocese’s efforts to protect the most vulnerable in our society. 
We now offer as well, Safeguarding God’s People, a companion training in two modules: preventing sexual 
harassment of church workers and preventing sexual exploitation of church workers. This training will be 
required of the following groups: 

·         All active clergy, including deacons, stipendiary priests, non-stipendiary or retired priests who are 
regularly serving in congregations 10 hours or more per week, and all TCM circles (both ordained and 
commissioned); 

·         Monastic groups; 

·         All employees of congregations, including employees of preschools, schools and counseling centers; 

·         All lay persons whose ministry might involve them meeting one on one or two on one with persons to 
whom they minister, including, but not limited to Eucharistic Visitors and Stephen Ministers. 

·         The leadership of the diocese and congregations including 

o   governing bodies (the Board of Directors, Standing Committee, and Diocesan Council), 
regional ministry leaders, and diocesan staff; 

o   vestries and bishop’s committees will also be asked to have at least one-third of members 
certified in this training at any time.

Barry and Vicki's Big Adventure 
 
Here are my journal entries the last two days of our incredible trip.  
18 Oct.  We got up early....Barry at 5:45 and I roused myself at 6:15. I 
didn't sleep well last night so I wasn't real excited about getting up. I 
took my shower and we went down for breakfast at 7:00. We were the 
first ones there, but the lovely breakfast buffet was all ready for 
us. After two pots of wonderful coffee and a nice conversation with a 
man from North Carolina, who came in shortly after we did, we packed 
up and said goodbye to the staff of La Perle. The hotel was very nice, 
located in a 17th century building on the Left Bank and within walking 
distance of many of the sights we saw. We retrieved the car from the 
parking garage. Parking, by the way, is VERY expensive in Europe 
and most hotels do not have their own parking spaces. We left Paris 
at 8:00 am and by 8:30 we were on the freeway heading east toward 
Frankfurt. We passed through lots of flat, farming areas as we headed 
east. We stopped for gas and lunch at Hamburg, Germany and were 
on track to arrive at the hotel near the Frankfurt Airport at 1:40 pm. We 
were motoring along following the GPS and all was going well; we 
were about 2 kilometers from the hotel and found the road was closed 
for major repairs. Of course, our GPS did not have this information, so 
we stopped at a roadside bar and restaurant to ask directions. The 
waitress didn't speak much English but Barry was able to glean 
enough information from her to get us back to the freeway and take 
the exit for Darnstadt, which we thought, after consulting our 
maps, would put us in the general area of our hotel. Somehow, 
through answered prayer, with perhaps a bit of luck and common 
sense, we found the hotel. Barry took the rental car back to the airport 
since the hotel provided a shuttle service and we thought it would save 
us some time in the morning. The hotel shuttle brought him back to the 
hotel. While he was gone, I started a massive repacking effort to 
incorporate all the gifts we had purchased into our suitcases and one 
extra duffle bag we brought over empty. Barry picked up an English 
paper in the lobby of the hotel and read for a bit and I took a short nap. 
We walked across the street to get dinner. We really wanted to eat a 
nice German dinner on our last night in Europe, but the German 
restaurant didn't open until 7:00 pm and we wanted to eat at 6:00 
pm. We located an Italian restaurant, so decided that would be 
fine. We had a nice meal and walked back to the hotel; it had turned a 
little chilly and windy. We went to bed early as we will leave for the 
airport by 7:00 am. 

19 Oct.  Up at 6:00 to get ready and have a very quick breakfast 

before catching the shuttle to the airport. We got in and everyone gave 
the shuttle driver which terminal they needed. We told him terminal 
B. He let everyone off at terminal A first and then when we got to 
terminal B, he asked which carrier we were on and we told him 
Lufthansa. He told us we should have gotten off a terminal A. He said 
he was on such a tight schedule that morning, he couldn't take us back

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to terminal A, but there was a train that went between terminals A and B. So we got off the shuttle 
and hustled up the stairs to catch the train. The train moved with German efficiency and we made it 
to terminal A with plenty of time to spare. After clearing security and boarding the plane, I was 
really getting excited about getting home and seeing Zeus, Nick, Mom and Allyn! We left Frankfurt, 
Germany at 7:00 am and as we took off, the captain announced that, due to some heavy weather, 
we would be flying directly north over Denmark, Norway, the Norwegian Sea and up to just below 
the Arctic Circle. I had a window seat and it was fun, as we traveled north, to see first white caps 
on the water below, and then icebergs and then solid ice. As we moved north and east, we were 
chasing the darkness and the color of the ice was a beautiful shade of mauve/pink. It was 
absolutely gorgeous. We flew that far north for most of the trip and not until we got into central 
Canada, did we begin to angle southward. We arrived at SeaTac at 9:00 am, cleared customs and 
were met by Barry's sister Ardele and her husband Bob. We had a trip home filled with chatter, 
stories and laughter. At home we were met by Zeus who was excited to see us, but then looked at 
Cheryl Loddo, who had stayed at our house and cared for Zeus while we were gone, as if to 
say....but I love you too! It was good to be home safe and sound! 
  
Footnote:  This trip was truly magical for me. Many times during our trip, the word that kept coming 
into my mind was "enchanting". At times I was overcome with emotions.....visiting ancestral 
villages, the history of various regions, the ancient architecture that still stands, the church bells 
ringing on the hour, the church spires reaching toward the sky, the differences of cultures, the 
commonality of humankind. I've enjoyed writing these excerpts from my journal and I can tell you 
that as I sat at our computer typing each installment, I would find myself in tears. The tears were 
the result of reliving what seemed to me to be a fairy tale adventure. I'm so happy I could share this 
fairy tale with you all.
